ESD pedagogies often
draw upon the arts, using drama, play, music,
design, and drawing to stimulate creativity
and imagine alternative futures. They work
towards positive change and help students to
develop a sense of social justice and self-
efficacy as community members. (UNESCO,

One Planet Schools Ministerial Advisory Group
Five Key Recommendations

all learners should have an entitlement to Learning
for Sustainability;

every practitioner, school and education leader
should demonstrate Learning for Sustainability in
their practice;

every school should have a whole school approach
to Learning for Sustainability that is robust,
demonstrable, evaluated and supported by
leadership at all levels;

school buildings, grounds and policies should
support Learning for Sustainability;

there should be a strategic national approach to
supporting Learning for Sustainability.

Scottish Ministers accepted all 31 recommendations in March 2013
