LESSON:  HTML document structure

1. HTML - description of the structure.

Start Windows Explorer and go to any site, for example www.pmgbs.com. Open the "View" menu bar menus. From the drop-down menu, select the button "Source". Open the text editor Notepad, where you see the source of the homepage Natural "Academician Nikola Obreshkov" Bourgas - this is code HTML-document.
At the beginning of the code is written:
<Html> - command, which began nearly all HTML-documents.
 HTML markup tags are called. The tag is the basic unit of language syntax and describes a certain part of the page. The tags are described by their start and end. At the beginning of the tag placed his name among characters "<" and ">" and means that the opening tag. At the end of the tag is again put his name among these symbols, but preceded by the symbol "/", which means that the closing tag. Tags may be added to each other, the entire document is placed in tag html. We can therefore say that the content of an HTML-page is closed between the start tag <html> and end tag </ html>:

<Html> opening tag
</ Html> closing tag
Most commands in HTML have a different number of attributes. On most attributes are assigned some values.
 Command of the language and all their attributes and values, locked between the angle brackets, and angle brackets themselves should always be written in Latin script included. If the info text on the page you clearly do not forget to switch Latin whenever you need to type a command attributes and values.
Between the text commands and the angular brackets do not have to leave empty space. Such is left between the attributes of commands.
 Each HTML-document has two main parts - head (head), which describes the main features of the document and body (body), which described the content. These two parts of the HTML-document also have opening and closing tags. In general structure of a typical HTML document looks like this:
Start and end tags of the head (the title) are <head> and </ head>.
Start and end tags of the body are <body> and </ body>.

The typical structure of an html document:

<Html>
<Head> </ head>
<Body> </ body>
</ Html>

Text, graphics, photos and do everything that is visible on the monitor when opening an html page, is located in the "body" (body) page, ie between the tags <body> and </ body>.

2. Environment for writing code.
 HTML documents are essentially text files and can be created using a simple text editor such as Notepad.
To open Notepad, press "Start" button at the bottom far left of the screen, then select Programs-> Accessories-> Notepad.
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After opening Notepad write it:

<Html> This is my first page HTML </ html>

then press the top menu File -> Save as.
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From the window that opens, select where on your computer to keep html-page (eg C drive or folder My Documents, etc.), type the page name with the extension html (eg index.html), select "All files (*. *) "from the menu on the inscription" Save as type: "and press Save.
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Thus the page is stored on the hard drive. The home page of a website must wear precisely the name index.html, to allow browsers to recognize it as the home and open it in writing web addresses.

  To work on the page and change html-code must open it from the top menu to select View -> Source.

To save changes to the code press File -> Save the text editor Notepad. To see the changes in the browser Refresh-SURE html document.

3. Tag for comment.

 Tagat not affect the HTML-pages - it's tag for comment.

 It is useful to relevant points in a HTML page, leaving various texts to explain and hint. For example, before the start of the text in the BODY section can be placed comments: "text starts here" or something similar.
However, if this text is displayed directly in the BODY section, it will appear on the screen. To remain hidden text (not appear in the browser window) must be used tag for comment the following format:

Comments should bear compulsory between the following two forms:
( In the beginning - Chevron, exclamation point, and two hyphens (<! -)
( At the end - two hyphens and an angle bracket (->)
If the text is displayed directly in the BODY section, it will appear on the screen.
