


· preparation: 
The oldest player shares all the ‘planets tickets’. 
These planets are now in the possession of the player.
Now, each player takes a ‘mission card’.
Each player gets 20 aliens. And divides these over his planets. 
The player who finishes as first his/her mission wins the game.

· During the game:

You have to accomplish your mission.
How to do this? 
Example: 
Player 1 (blue) has to conquer whole the planet Sun and Mars.
[image: ]The player has already as 3/4 of the planet, he only needs to kill 1 alien of Player 2 (red).

Player 1: "I want Sun 4"
P1 throws first with the dice. He throws 4. P2 throws second 
and throws 6. 


P1: 		      P2:

6 wins of 4. (The highest number)
So P1 (blue) loses 1 alien. P1 wants to do that again and throws 4 P2 -> 1
now P1 can put his aliens on that.
Now his turn is over because he has moved an alien.
You only can move only 7 aliens each turn. 



· Extra Aliens
If you want to you can skip a turn to and get extra aliens.
Then you have to count all your planets :3, that's the number of aliens you get.

It is estimated that at least 100 million birds are killed annually due to collisions with man-made structures, including wind turbines, power lines, glass and towers. One third of collisions are due to urban light. 90,000 birds are killed flying into buildings in New York City
